(Frequently Asked Questions) that will hopefully educate everyone
on the new ListServ:

What is ListServ?
In it's most basic form, a ListServ is more or less an email
distribution list.

What are the benefits?

In January of this year, we switched to a webhosting company,
which allows us greater flexibility and efficiency to manage and
customize the information on www.Istreets.org. Our webhosting
plan provides us the ListServ software. ListServ allows the end
user (you!) to enter your information at anytime and be added to
the distribution list. This adds convenience and eliminates the
possibility of human error. It also eliminates unwanted

emails (spam) from being sent to anyone on the distribution list.

How does this affect me?

If you haven't already entered your information on the website, and
wish to continue receiving L Streets email communication, you
must follow these steps: Visit www.|streets.org/emaillist.html, Enter
your name, your physical address and your email address and
submit. You will receive an email to validate the email address you
entered and you must click the link provided in the email to be
added to the distribution list.
