  The Bath House Butterfly Garden: An EARTH-KINDTM

  WaterWise Demonstration Garden By Dallas County  
  Master Gardeners

This beautiful 1600 square foot floral garden is in an oval-shaped median 
immediately in front of the entrance to the Bath House Cultural Center at White 
Rock Lake.  The Dallas Park and Recreation Department and the BHCC are partners 
on the project.  Funding was donated by Nancy and Tom Wilten, the City of Dallas 
Storm Water Management Department, Janet D. Smith’s Butterfly Photography 
and the Peninsula Neighborhood Association. 
 
Certified Master Gardener Janet D. Smith conceived the garden and serves as 
project coordinator.  CMT Carmel Womack designed the garden and supervised the 
planting done by Master Gardener volunteers in June 2008.  The plants were 
chosen to complement the sculpture by John Christensen that was commissioned 
by the Dallas Office of Cultural Affairs and will be installed in July.  There are over 
forty varieties of plants that provide nectar for butterflies and ten that host butterfly 
eggs and caterpillars.  There are also four types of EATH-KINDTM roses, just for 
their beauty.  Colorful flowers will be blooming throughout the year.  A wheelchair-
accessible path provides close-up views of the garden and there are benches for 
those who would like to sit in the garden. 
 
The project serves as a demonstration garden for the EATH-KINDTM horticultural 
philosophy that includes choosing plants that tolerate heat and drought and are 
resistant to  pests and diseases.  Adding compost and expanded shale to the native 
black clay soil provides a healthy growing environment.  Drip irrigation allows the 
plant roots to be watered in the most effective manner.  Mulch is applied to 
moderate the soil temperature, conserve the moisture, suppress weed and prevent 
erosion. 
 

In 2007, the L Streets N.A. Board approved a project to paint curb numbers for all 
active and current members. Over 100 members took advantage of this offer.   
 
The L Streets N.A. Board has voted to extend this project in 2008.   
Residents who renew their L Streets membership, or initially join the L Streets N.A. in 
2008, may submit a request to have their curb numbers painted free of charge.

Bring on the Heat - Summer Color! 
 
During this season of hot weather, re-vitalize your garden beds.  Fertiliz-
ing, pruning, new mulch and fresh plantings can all bring your flower 
beds back to life!  
 
Fresh color is still available at Calloway’s in larger sizes for instant im-
pact. Celosia, Vinca (Periwinkle), Lantana and Moss Rose are all good, 
reliable summer bloomers. Plant these directly into beds or containers to 
replace flowers which have reached their prime. Add Calloway’s Flower 
Food, a slow release fertilizer, and you will not have to fertilize for two 
months. Keep old blooms trimmed off to encourage repeat blooming. 
Add a new layer of mulch to flower beds and to containers to lessen 
evaporation and keep the soil cooler.  Color abounds even in the heat of 
summer!
