Office of
Emergency
Management

The City of Dallas Reverse 911
Emergency Notification System
is used to rapidly send telephone
notifications to residents and
businesses in an affected area in
the event of an emergency. The
system will automatically call
listed and unlisted telephone
numbers (including TTY/TDD)
within the area affected by the
emergency and deliver a recorded
message. If phone lines are busy,
the system will attempt to redial
those telephone numbers to make
contact. If an answering machine
picks up the call, the emergency
message will be left on the
machine. The City of Dallas
assumes no responsibility if an
emergency message cannot be
delivered or is not received.

Cellular phone numbers are not
automatically included in the
system database, nor are Voice
over IP (VolP) phone systems. If
you would like to be contacted on
your cell or VoIP phone, you must
register.

Leash Law

Any time your pet is not in
your fenced yard, in your home
or in a dog park, it must be on
a leash. This includes both
dogs and cats. It is prohibited
to tether unsupervised dogs to
trees or poles except for "a
period no longer than
necessary for the owner to
complete a temporary task."

Planting Spring Flowering
Bulbs in Fall

Spring flowering bulbs are such a
welcoming sight after those long
Winter months. Many of the Spring
flowering bulbs require an artificial
“chilling” process before they can be
planted. This is generally accomplished
by placing the bulbs in a paper bag in
the vegetable crisper of your
refrigerator for six to eight weeks prior
to planting. However, Calloway’s
Nursery is offering to do that for you.
We have many varieties of Tulips,
Hyacinths and Narcissus which you can
purchase from our stores now and
pick-up in December ready to plant.
Let us simplify those “chilling”
requirements!

We also will be offering pre-chilled

Tulips and Narcissus bulbs online at

http://mytexasgarden.com/index.php/e
store/. When planting bulbs, the
general rule is to plant them at a depth
three times the diameter of the bulb.
Use Calloway's Blood & Bone Meal at
planting for added nutrients. Plant the
bulbs pointed end up, cover with soil
and water thoroughly. For the best
display, plant bulbs in clusters or
uneven numbers. Apply two to three
inches of mulch on top of the bed.

City of Dallas Sidewalk Replacement Program

Fast Fix is a new sidewalk replacement program which allows residents to obtain
residential sidewalk repair/replacement without having to wait. Residents using
Fast Fix have the advantage of the purchasing power of the City for work that will be
completed and inspected to City standards. Homeowners do not need to obtain a
building permit, and all work is guaranteed. This program also includes the option
of replacement/repair of curb and gutter and drive approaches in addition to the
installation of barrier free ramps, also at the resident’s expense. Call214.948.4287

and ask for Fast Fix.

The other program available to residents is the traditional Cost Share Program
where the City partners with residents to share 50/50 in the cost of replacement of
sidewalks. Also included in this program is the drive approach replacement which is
100% property owner cost with curb/gutter replacement and the installation of
barrier free ramps being 100% City of Dallas cost. The City hires contractors for this
program as well, however funding for the City’s share of the cost is limited which
leaves residents having to wait for some time until funding becomes available.
Repairs are made on a first come, first served basis until the City funding is
depleted. The City’s portion of the funding is allocated from the Capital Bond
program or general funds approved by Council. It is important to note that by City
ordinance when a sidewalk, drive approach, or any appurtenance becomes
defective, unsafe or hazardous, the abutting property owner is responsible for

repair/replacement.

Remember to keep sidewalks free of damage like cracks or holes. Making sure the
community has normal access along sidewalks, not obstructing motorists’ views or
preventing police passage to inspect the area, will help discourage criminal activity.
